This form is used to seek enforcement of existing Court orders.

· If you are seeking an enforcement hearing, this application must be personally served on the respondent together with the affidavit in support and any list of documents required to be produced at least 14 days before the enforcement hearing. The brochure Enforcement Hearings must also be served with this application.
· An enforcement hearing does not have to be held before the Court makes an enforcement order. The Court may make an enforcement order in chambers. The purpose of an enforcement hearing is to obtain information to help the enforcement of an order or other obligation and, if applicable, to help the court to determine a dispute or issue an enforcement order.
· If you are seeking to enforce parenting orders, you must file an affidavit stating the facts necessary to enable the Court to make the orders sought in the Application – Enforcement, and attach to the Application – Enforcement a copy of any order, bond, agreement or undertaking that the Court is being asked to enforce.
· If you are seeking to enforce a child support liability that is not an order and is not taken to be an order, you must file this application together with an affidavit setting out the facts relied upon in support of the application, and (if the payee is the Child Support Agency or is seeking to recover a liability under section 113A of the Registration Act – a certificate under section 116 of the Registration Act (see rule 11.03 of the Federal Circuit and Family Court of Australia (Family Law) Rules 2021 (Family Law Rules)). A payee who seeks to recover a child support liability in his or her own name under section 113A of the Registration Act must attach to the affidavit filed with this Application – Enforcement a copy of the notice given to the Child Support Agency, indicating their intention to institute proceedings to recover the debt due.
