	Information notice for person entering into a bond
This notice provides general information only and does not provide legal advice. The Federal Circuit and Family Court of Australia cannot provide legal advice.

	As the person ordered to enter into a bond, you are required to sign this document. 
The Court will retain the original signed bond and a copy will be provided to you.
Information regarding bonds: 
· A bond is a solemn, that is a serious and grave, promise to the Court to comply with the terms and conditions of the bond.
· A bond is to be for a specified period of up to 2 years. 
· A bond may be with or without surety and with or without security. This means you may be required to pay a sum of money or have someone paid on your behalf upon signing the bond; or in the event the bond is not complied with in any respect that you or someone pay a sum of money in that event.
· The conditions of a bond may require you to: 
· attend a post-separation parenting program; or 
· attend an appointment or a series of appointment with a family consultant; or 
· attend family counselling; or 
· attend family dispute resolution; 
· be of good behaviour; or
· other things the Court thinks you should or should not do during the period of the bond as set out in the bond.
· Before requiring you to enter into a bond, the Court must explain to you: 
· why a condition has been put on the bond and what the condition means;
· the consequences that may follow if you:
· fail to enter into the bond; or 
· having entered into the bond—fail to act in accordance with the bond.
· If you fail to enter into a bond once ordered or if you fail to act in accordance with a bond once entered into, the consequences that may follow can include:
· An order for you to pay a fine; 
· An order for you to pay costs to the other party; 
· An order for make up time to occur; 
· An order imposing a term of imprisonment.
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
