	Notes:

	
1. If no date is specified in Item 6, this warrant ceases to be in force:
(a) if it is issued under section 70NDA of the Family Law Act – 6 months after the date it is issued; or
(b) in any other case – 12 months after it is issued.

	
2. Unless this Warrant is issued under Section 70NDA of the Family Law Act, it must have attached to it a copy of the application, subpoena or order mentioned in Rule 11.79(1)(a). 

3. For the procedure after arrest:  
(a)	When a person is arrested under a warrant issued under Section 70NDA of the Family Law Act, see Section 70PB of the Family Law Act;

(b) For all other arrests, see Rule 11.82.

4. 	A person arrested in accordance with a warrant may apply for the warrant to be set aside or to be released from custody.

5. 	Section 122AA of the Family Law Act authorises powers of entry and search for the purpose of arresting a person under a warrant.

6. Section 122A of the Family Law Act authorises the use of necessary and reasonable force in making an arrest or to prevent the escape of a person after arrest.
